Three Reflection Papers  (Weeks 3, 6, 9)

You can write an interpretation, a critique, an expansion, or any other method of discussion. The only requirements are that you refer to the relevant passage(s), focus on one topic/theme, write coherently and proofread your paper.

You should hand in a written version and be prepared to share and discuss your proposal in small groups in class. 

Project Draft  (Week 8)

This assignment is a preliminary draft of your final project. This rough draft includes the following components and will undergo extensive revision before the final product. 


1. Overview of teaching context  

2. Your teaching/learning beliefs

3. Results of situation analysis (using Richards, p.108 -App.1)

4. Results of pre-course needs analysis (and procedures used to gather info)

5. Statement of goals and outcomes

6. Methods for conducting on-going needs analysis 

7. Integrated syllabus for 36-hr course (or component of longer course) divided into 4 units/modules  (I will provide format model.)

8. List of possible materials, activities and assignments for each unit 

9. Questions and concerns about your project (required)
Individual office conferences during Weeks 8 & 9 to discuss your project.

Revised Draft for peer review  (Week 11)

In addition to the above sections (1-8), include:  a) a possible textbook for the course and ways you might adapt it at the activity, unit and book/syllabus levels (Graves, Ch.9).  Use Richards’ text evaluation checklist (p.274-276) to help you choose.  b) one of the four units expanded to show details of activities/tasks, assignments and assessments and c) a plan for assessing student learning (formative and summative).
